Silverthorne has also written two non-fiction biographical books, and has authored extensively 
as a freelance writer for newspapers and magazines. She has worked as an editor, evaluator, 
researcher, curator, book reviewer, television documentary producer and scriptwriter. 
 
Regina Public Library was the first public library in Canada to offer a Writer in Residence 
program in 1978. Since then it has welcomed 29 additional residencies to provide services to 
the local writing community.
